First stop
was at St.Michael's
church in Thorpe-on-
the-Hill and then on to
Canwick Road. We had
a very good day
despite the freezing
weather and managed
to locate most of them,
unfortunately they can't
have been very well off
as some plots didn’t
have a headstone or
they were in shared
plots.

At Thorpe-on-the-Hill we had the help of Mrs.Bradford, one of
the church wardens. She showed us the original burial register
and also the marriage register. This was great and we managed
to get photo's of the pages we were interested in. Outside,
some of the headstones were still standing and we located
some of our ancestors; Charlotte White (formally Cade, above),
she was William White’s wife and Maria White's (later Brooks)
mother). My thanks go to Mrs.Bradford for her assistance.

At Canwick Road cemeteries there are no plot layouts that you
can purchase, but the people that work there are extremely
helpful. One of the groundsmen produced an Al size chart for
each cemetery (Old, New and St.Swithin's) which showed the
exact location of each plot. He took us round and with great
precision managed to point out where people were buried.
During the visit we located plots for Brooks, Cade, White, Hall,
Ranshaw and Baines. My thanks go to John Harrod and the
staff at Canwick Road for all their help in locating the plots.
